The Commissioner of Business Oversight finds that: 

1. On March 24, 2014, the Commissioner of Business Oversight issued an Order to 

Discontinue Violations Pursuant to California Financial Code section 17602 against Transamerican 

Escrow Company based upon the Commissioner's finding that Transamerican Escrow Company had  

(i) failed to report employees in violation of Financial Code section 17419 and California Code of 

Regulations title 10, section 1726, and (ii) paid compensation to non-employees for the referral, 
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handling and/or servicing of escrow customers in violation of California Financial Code section 

17420.   

2. On March 25, 2014, the Order To Discontinue Violations Pursuant to California 

Financial Code section 17602, Statement of Facts, and accompanying documents were personally 

served on Transamerican Escrow Company; and  

3. The Commissioner has received no request for a hearing from Transamerican Escrow

discontinue the violations set forth above.
